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Course name: Copyright and Design Law
Hours: 2
Credits: 2

The course introduces the concepts and principles in the field of copyright and design
law. We will examine the protection afforded under Israeli law for the authors of
artistic, theatrical-visual, musical, dramatic, literary and other works, with particular
emphasis on industrial design, interior design and visual communications design. The
course deals with the nature of these rights, the conditions for their subsistence, their
term of protection and the exclusivity which they offer.

In the course of the semester, we will discuss the international protection for copyright
and designs and explore some of the enormous challenges posed to copyright and
design law in the digital and 3D printing era. We will learn what amounts to an

infringement of copyright and design and discuss unauthorized use of works for the
purpose of citation, homages and collages. We will discuss when (and to what extent)
protected works may be used without the consent of their owners (e.g. in cases of
reviews, parodies). The moral right of artists to prevent others from making changes in
their works without their consent will also be analyzed as well as the right of artists to
receive credit in relation to their works. Finally, we will discuss the commercialization
of copyright and designs and learn how to draft agreements for the sale and licensing
of such rights.
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
