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Course name: Introduction to Anthropology
Hours: 2
Credit:2

Course objectives:

The course aims to introduce Anthropology as the science of Man and culture and to
explore its association and similarities with issues pertaining to industrial design,
namely objects and materials. The course will acquaint the students with the richness
and diversity of human culture, as well as to the similarities and differences between
these options. We will examine the diversity of cultural practices through and against
the social practices derived from them. Moreover, we will contemplate our own lives
and the objects we use through the lives and objects of "others”.

Content:

The course will explore different anthropological theoretical approaches and issues,
among them: beliefs, symbols, and rituals, power politics and economics and
methodological and ethical issues. The last part of the course will focus on material
anthropology. We will discuss the possible interfaces between the anthropological
perspective and design through focusing on the relations between the individual,
society, culture and material /object.
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
