Course goals

Exposing the students to various working methods that use intuitive actions and
making as the basis for the development of the design processes.

Many artists and designers believe that our brain took over the creative process, and
dominates the design process. Our hands are merely tools, a technology, and no
longer used for creative development. We hardly create by hand (distinguish
between creating and producing).

In this course we will teach our hands to "think".

We will practice various working methods that use intuitive actions and making as the
basis for the development of the design processes. We will try to disconnect from our
intellect and logic and let the intuition and sensation lead the creative process, while
connecting differently to the material, form and experience.

Course main subjects

This course will focus on “thinking hands” methods, The making, as a creative
process.

We will learn and practice design processes which are based on experience and
creativity, a 'laboratory' of practical design.

Through short tasks we will search for new ways of conducting formal and language
development, techniques and connections, creation of working methods and ways to
obtain inspiration from actions.

In addition, we will research the creative process of various artists through lectures
and discussions.

The course will be conducted as a laboratory for research which combines the
rational, objective and practical with intuition, emotion and cultural understanding.
